Thank you for taking your time to look at Buckle Up Driving School for your student driver.  Here are a few facts and information for you while you are making your decision of choosing a driving school for your son or daughter.  There are eight classes that each student will need to attend to pass state requirements.  From approximately June through August of each year Buckle Up holds classes in the morning and in the evening.  The class times are 9:00am to 12:15pm Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday.  The evening class times are 6:15pm to 9:25pm and also run Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday.  The same class number is taught at the morning and evening class.  Students are not permitted to attend two class sessions in one day.  They also cannot attend a class session and schedule an in-car session on the same day.  These are state guidelines.  Mid August, we will return to evening class schedule only.  The times will remain 6:15pm to 9:25pm.  

Each student upon signing our contract will have six months to complete the entire course.  Most students use the first three months to finish the class sessions.  We provide calendars with class schedules for each student to keep track of the classes they have taken.   The remaining three months is divided among the in-car sessions. The program includes  8 class sessions totaling 24 hours and 4 two hour in-car sessions all required by the State of Ohio. 
 At Buckle Up we require each student to finish the class sessions prior to scheduling the in-car driving sessions.  As the student completes their last class the student or parent will call 231-9600 and I will schedule in-car dates according to the needs of the student and availability of instructors.  The students are required to have their temporary license with them at all times while driving.  We will not start an in-car session with a student without the temporary license with them.  We very strongly stress that each student have at least twenty hours of driving time logged with a parent prior to scheduling their 4 in-car sessions.  We have 4 routes that we cover with each student.  The first route is an evaluation route around Anderson Township.  The second route covers Villages and railroad crossings.  The third route covers Columbia Parkway into downtown Cincinnati and the fourth route covers highway driving.  The state maneuver is taught and practiced at every in-car session.  The route session are based on the students driving ability.  
After the last in-car session is done the students certificate of completion is processed generally within three business days.  The certificates will be held at Buckle Up office for pickup prior to the start time of class.
If you choose Buckle Up Driving School for your son or daughter you are welcome to arrive thirty minutes prior to the start of any class you wish to start with.  The classes do not need to be taken in order but all eight classes need to be completed.  When you arrive you will be asked to complete a contract for your student.  The student should bring their temporary driving license with them as we are required to have a copy on file.
